The enrolment form is on page 3 of this 
file. 

Senior Instructor 

Fri 24, Sat 25, Sun 26 August 08:00 – 17:00 venue to be advised 

Cost $350 payable to Yachting Australia 

The enrolment form is attached to the email distribution of this information, or 
from Yachting WA 

A new instructor must start at the Keelboat Instructor level, then do the Senior 
Instructor course as a separate exercise. Instructors may do the courses 
consecutively, but this is not recommended. A Keelboat Instructor should have at 
least one season experience at that level before presenting for the Senior Instructor 
course. 

Yachting Australia Instructor pre-requisite requirements and 
qualifications: 

- Senior First Aid Certificate 
- Working with Children Check, if working with children 
- Over 18 years old 

 
 
The cost includes: 
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 - the Instructor Course 
 - Yachting Australia Coaches’ manual 
 - Yachting Australia Instructor workbook 
 - Logbook 
 - Yachting Australia Instructor certificate 

Payment and documentation listed below must reach the office of Yachting Western 
Australia not later than 14 days prior to commencement of the course. Cancellations 
up to 7 days prior to commencement receive a full refund. Cancellations within 7 
days receive no refund. We require a minimum of 4 participants for a course to 
operate. The maximum capacity for any of the on-water programs is 12.  

Anyone booked on a course which is cancelled due to lack of numbers can be 
transferred to the next course, or receive a full refund. 

Please complete the attached form to confirm your place on this course, and return it 
to this office as soon as you can. 

Instructor Registration 

When you have successfully completed this course, your name will be entered on 
the database of instructors, and Yachting Australia will issue your certificate and 
send it to you. Yachting Australia then invoice new instructors for the $80 annual 
registration fee, which includes the premium for the Instructors’ Public Liability 
($10,000,000) and Professional Indemnity ($2,000,000) Policy. Details of these 
policies are on the Yachting WA website www.wa.yachting.org.au. 

After you qualify as an instructor, your name and email address will be listed on the 
Yachting Australia database. This is accessible to the public through the YA(I) and 
YWA websites, and has two purposes: 

- to enable the public and Yachting Australia Training Centres to confirm 
that you are currently registered as an instructor 

- to enable the public and Yachting Australia Training Centres to find an 
instructor for the various National Training Schemes operated by Yachting 
WA on behalf of YA(I). 

If you do not wish your email address to be available, please mark your course 
enrolment form accordingly. 

If you qualify as an instructor across more than one of the training schemes, you still 
only pay the instructor registration fee once, irrespective of the number of instructor 
endorsements which you hold.
