RULES


The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

2
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS


Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at the Centreboard clubhouse veranda.
3
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted no later than 2 hours before the first race in which it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 on the day before it will take effect.
4
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the flagpole on the west lawn of the Centreboard clubhouse.
4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 30 minutes’ in the race signal AP.

6
CLASS FLAG


The Class flag will be a white flag containing a black International Moth class emblem.
7
RACING AREAS


The racing area will be on the Swan River, Melville Water East (MWE) 

8
THE COURSES

8.1
The course will be windward/leeward, in accordance with the diagram, with a downwind finish at the gate. Mark 1 shall be rounded to port, or as otherwise instructed by the Race Officer.

8.2
A numeral flag corresponding with the number of laps to be sailed will be displayed with the warning signal.

8.3
Courses may be shortened. 

8.4
Legs of the course will not be changed after the preparatory signal. This changes rule 33.

9
MARKS

9.1
Mark 1 will be a yellow inflatable buoy.

9.2
Gate mark 2S will be a green inflatable buoy and gate mark 2P will be a red inflatable  buoy. 
9.3
The starting/finishing race committee vessel will display a SoPYC burgee over a large orange flag. 

10
THE START

10.1
The starting line will be between the staff displaying an orange flag on the race committee vessel at the starboard end and gate mark 2S. Gate mark 2P will be laid after the start.

10.4
A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start without a hearing. This changes rules A4 and A5

10.5
The warning signal for each succeeding race in a back to back sequence will be made as soon a practicable after the finish of the previous race. 

12
THE FINISH

12.1
The finishing line will be between gate marks 2S and 2P. The starting /finishing committee vessel will be on station at the finishing line, to port of mark 2P.

12.2
The race committee vessel will signal the finish of the first boat by displaying a blue flag.

12.3
When the blue flag is displayed all boats shall be finished at the end of their current lap. 

12.4
Boats which cross the finishing line in close proximity with the first boat will be advised of their current race status by a race committee boat. This will be deemed to be unsolicited information under rule 41(d). 

13
TIME LIMITS AND TARGET TIMES

13.1
The time limit will be 75 minutes.
13.2
A boat’s finishing place will be a determined by the number of laps it has completed when next crossing the line after the blue flag is displayed and its finishing order of boats with respect to boats completing an equivalent number of laps.

14
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

14.1
Protest forms are available at the race office located at the northern end of the SoPYC Clubhouse foyer. Protests and requests for redress or reopening shall be delivered there within the appropriate time limit.
14.2
The protest time limit is 60 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day.

14.3
Notices will be posted no later than 10 minutes after the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the protest room, located at the northern end of SoPYC Clubhouse foyer, beginning at the time posted.

14.4
Notices of protests by the race committee will be posted to inform boats under rule 61.1(b).

14.5
Breaches of instructions 12.4, 16 and 21 will not be grounds for a protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1(a). Penalties for these breaches may be less than disqualification if the protest committee so decides. 

14.7
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered


(a)
within the protest time limit if the requesting party was informed of the decision on the previous day;


(b)
no later than 30 minutes after the requesting party was informed of the decision on that day.


This changes rule 66.

14.8
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for redress based on a protest committee decision shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes rule 62.2.

15
SCORING

15.1
2 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

15.3
(a)
When fewer than 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.


(b)
When from 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.


16
SAFETY REGULATIONS

16.1
Sign-on sheets will be available adjacent to the race notice board. 


(a)
Boats shall complete and sign the Sign-on sheet before going afloat before the racing session.

16.2
A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.

17
REPLACEMENT OF EQUIPMENT

17.1
Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless authorized by the race committee. Requests for substitution shall be made to the committee at the first reasonable opportunity.

18
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS


A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions.

OFFICIAL BOATS

Official boats will display a SoPYC burgee over a green and white flag.
21
SUPPORT BOATS

21.1
Team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall stay outside areas where boats are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until all boats have finished or retired or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.
